COLOR AND LIGHT


Color paddles and prisms are a great addition to your science center anytime of the year.





MAGNIFYING GLASSES


Always a favorite addition to the science center, we have 4, high quality magnifying glasses.  These are great tools for little scientists. 





TORNADO TUBES


Create your own tornado in soda bottles.  Kids love to watch the water whirl around inside the bottle.  Add food coloring for extra fun.  Great recycling project, tool for a weather unit or just plain fun to make and watch.





SCALES AND MEASURING


Lots of different scales and lots of things to weigh and balance.  The kit also comes with an over-sized tape measure – great for little hands.





CUISINAIRE RODS


These colorful unit blocks are a great addition to your math center.  This kit includes an activity guide!  Great for those of you who have never used this math tool before.





MATH PUZZLES


Add these two, high quality, wooden puzzles to your math center and watch the fun begin.  One is a “box puzzle”, where children have to fit the correct pieces together to add up to 10.  The second is a “tray puzzle” in which children have to fit the numbers 0   - 9. into the correct spot. 





GEOBOARDS


Pegged boards, lots of different colored, and lengths of rubber bands and a child’s imagination…everything you need to create unique patterns and shapes.  





ABACUS


Introduce your children to this ancient counting tool.  Ours is made of wood, with colorful beads and a built-in stand.
